Putting God’s Mission First

(The theme of the 2011 Convention of the Diocese of Connecticut)

Dear Saint Stephen’s Family,

   This month clergy and lay delegates from across the state will gather for the 227th Annual Convention of the Diocese of Connecticut.  The theme of this year’s Convention is the title of this brief letter to all of you.  The theme reflects a new energy and focus in the Diocese which is reflective of the leadership and theological priorities of our new Bishop, The Rt. Rev. Ian Douglas, who has been calling us to focus, as God’s people in Connecticut, on what God’s mission is for us in these changing and challenging times.  He has done this by inviting all of us to consider what God is up to in our lives as individuals and as local Eucharistic communities.  He has repeatedly called us to consider our own stories of mission as a way for each of us to connect with and discover God’s mission as it is revealed in our lives.  He has shared his own story of being called to engage in God’s mission.  He has also authored one way to see God’s mission (in 100 words),

   “God loved into creation – the universe, earth, humanity.  It was diverse, and it was good.  Human sin entered and distorted our relationship with God, one another and creation.  God yearns to make all whole again.  This is God’s mission.  God chose and liberated a people, sent the law and the prophets.  God came in Jesus, fully human and fully divine.  In Jesus’ life, death and resurrection we are restored to unity with God and each other.  God sent the Holy Spirit, empowering the Body of Christ.  God commissions us in baptism to participate in God’s mission of restoration and reconciliation.”

   As you ponder and, I hope, pray about this interpretation of God’s mission please consider how you see God’s mission.  We are at a cross road in this Diocese and here at Saint Stephen’s and how we understand God’s mission for us will largely determine the path that we will follow going forward and will impact the life and ministry of this Diocese and this Parish for years to come.

   Here at Saint Stephen’s our Search Committee is hard at work seeking the next settled Priest for this Parish family.  As is the case in the Diocese, we are in a bit of a paradigm shift moving towards a new model which, if we are to participate effectively in God’s mission of restoration and reconciliation, will require increased and more active participation by all of the members of Saint Stephen’s.  To do that will require that each and all of us have a shared vision of what God is calling us to be in this community of faith and in our own lives.  The Vestry is restructuring itself to facilitate easier access to and greater participation for all of us in God’s mission here at Saint Stephen’s.  The model we are using is one of broad based ministry teams organized to help us focus on various elements of mission.  These ministry teams are represented by the acronym APOSTLE.  The letters stand for:



Administration



Pastoral Care



Outreach



Stewardship



Teaching and learning



Liturgy



Evangelism

   This approach to mission is reflected in the Position Description for our next Priest, which the Search Committee has developed.  More information about the ASPOSTLE model for mission and ministry will be available later this month and will be an integral part of our conversations about stewardship later this fall.

   If you would like to, let me invite you to use a reflection exercise that will be used during the Diocesan Convention.  Delegates will be asked to share one story (no longer than three minutes) about an experience they have had with God.  Each of us is invited to recall an experience of God in our lives.  The invitation also suggests that this should be an experience where we met God in our lives beyond the Church.  We will share these stories on the Saturday morning of Convention.  Here at Saint Steven’s I would ask that you find someone with whom you could partner and share your stories with one another.  I will offer, with clear notice, an opportunity for anyone who would like to participate to share your story with a partner on a Sunday morning.  Don’t panic, you will not need to share your story (unless of course you want to) with anyone beyond that one partner.

   If you would like know more about how we are trying to put God’s mission first, what the next steps in the mission discernment are, or have any other questions about any of this, please don’t hesitate to be in touch with me.  I look forward to the opportunities and challenges of the months ahead as together we seek to better understand what God is up to in our midst.

Review of August Minutes

Welcome Fred Weissbach: Continued discussion regarding Search Process. Father David met with Diocesan leadership. There is much flex in the process of placing folks going forward b/c so many parishes in transition. Diocesan staff unsure of what they will look like going forward.

Q. How dependant are we the picking of a new rector? A. We are very dependant upon the Diocese for placement. 

Q. Do we determine how to advertise? A. We are here tonight to decide on just that. How many hours, salary, package, etc. Once we have a number, the committee is ready to advertise. Could we end up part way through the search and find we didn’t have the right numbers? Yes.

Q.  How are other parishes dealing with the move to a part-time priest? A. We have a long history of part-time other than Father Andy (toward the end) and Mother Rachel. Our new parishioners just aren’t used to it. There are many parishes in crisis. 

Q. Would we consider hiring a Lutheran Priest? A. Yes. We could. 

Q. Christ Episcopal Church, Middle Haddam, has come to us with a proposal to work with us and share a pastor.  A. Problem is what do we do on Sunday morning? Nothing ever came of the proposal. 

Maybe more layoffs at the Diocese. Search & placement may become decentralized, however, Bishop must provide consent on priest chosen. Diocesan Convention at end of October, likely to be a teaching convention.

Stewardship: Stewardship is not about giving money it’s about faith. We need to go house to house providing a positive story. 

Financial Report:  Period ending 8/31/2011 Variance of – (4,845) for the month/ (14,835) year to date. Fundraisers still yet to be done, pledges are down, and gift giving is down. Summer months are always tough. 

2012 Proposed budget—Denny provided a rough budget for 2012. Most of the numbers had to be adjusted down based on trend over the last several years. Ultimately still have a (67,450) gap. 

By-Laws – Evelyn & Gordon to discuss
Parochial Report – David and Gordon to finish and present to the Vestry.

Pew & Sound System – Nothing new. Glenn to touch base with John.

2010 Annual Meeting minutes: Tanya to reach out to Wynne to get them.
